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The following pages contain EXAMPLES to support current instruction of the content standard and may be used at the
discretion of the teacher and adapted to best serve the needs of the learners in the classroom.
Using the relationship between division and multiplication, students use tape diagrams and number lines to reason about the division
of a whole number by a unit fraction and a unit fraction by a whole number. Utilizing prior understanding of equal sharing and the
division of whole numbers (both partitive and measurement), students reason about the size of the quotient when answering a

division problem such as how many fourths are in 5, or 5 + % . How will the size of the quotient relate to 5, will it be larger or smaller?

Students start to make connections to “invert and multiply” when answering how many % are in 5 (measurement) and 5 is % group of
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
